With 379 exhibitors (+ 21.9 %) from 25 countries, the 
17th International Food, Beverage & Packaging 
Technology Trade Fair had been the largest ever.

32,838 visitors in 2009, the organisers had targeted 
and also achieved some 30,000 visitors of the trade in 
2010, with an ever higher degree of decision makers as 
CEOs, GMs, commercial and purchasing directors.
